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 Origins of Pentecost: Pentecost was originally a Jewish harvest feast, 50 days after 
Easter, when fruit had ripened and wheat was harvested. Along with bringing produce 
to the temple, it was also an anniversary of the giving of the Law (Torah) — the Ten 
Commandments — to Moses on Mt Sinai. There are fulfilment and replacement hints 
in the text, following the interpretive principle that the Old Testament is fulfilled in the 
New Testament. Israel together at Mt Sinai. The earthquake and storm and eruption 
— fire. Moses speaking personally to God and being gifted with Laws to teach and 
guide. Disciples gathered together in the Upper Room. Tongues of fire communicating 
Godʼs spirit and power to teach and guide and unify all people.  
[Q]:  How would you choose to write what Pentecost means? 

 Not a Scattered Family: Pentecost is also understood as the reversal of the Old 
Testament “Tower of Babel” story (see Gen 11). Humankind’s sin and self-importance 
building the tower to reach and equal God eventuated in the scattering of people and 
the confusion caused by different languages. The gift of the Spirit at Pentecost unites 
people to understand each other and the Christian message. 
[Q]:  Where do you see disunity? How could you bring unity? 

 Gifts of The Spirit: Paul wrote to the community at Corinth because some people 
who didn’t have the gift of tongues were considered inferior. It was causing division 
in the community. One gift was not to be stressed over another. Everyone is gifted. 
[Q]:  Name and claim at least 3 gifts you have. What gift do you feel you would like 
to develop more and use for God and the community? 

 Serving the Body: The Spirit and gifts are connected to the body. 
[Q]:  Which part of the body (Church) do you identify with more: eyes—seeing, 
head—thinking, heart—feeling, hands—serving, mouth—speaking, ears—praying? 
How do you show this in your daily life? How could you be more involved in serving 
God with this?  

 Unlocking Fears: Jesus passes through ‘fear-locked’ doors to bring peace and 
forgiveness. 
[Q]:  What locked doors are present in your life? Use your imagination in a time of 
prayer and allow Jesus to meet you on the other side of these locked doors … what 
happened? 

 Plugged In and Sent: The Spirit sends the Disciples / the Church on mission. The 
Church is plugged in to a living power-source, moulding everyone into the image 
and consciousness of Christ. 
[Q]:  What do you feel alive and energised to do for God? What is holding you back 
from serving with your gifts and talents? 

 The Sequence Prayer of Pentecost: On special feast days, the Church often has 
a poem—song to catch our attention. ‘Heal our wounds, our strength renew; On our 
dryness pour thy dew; Wash the stains of guilt away; Bend the stubborn heart and 
will; Melt the frozen, warm the chill; Guide the steps that go astray…  
[Q]:  Which prayer image of the Sequence poem speaks to you personally? Why? 
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Laudato Si' Week is a celebration held annually to mark the anniversary of Pope Francis’s landmark 
encyclical on caring for our common home. This global celebration unites Catholics to listen and respond 
together to the cry of Creation. 
 
Theme: From Hope to Action 
This 2026 Week invites us to move from hope to action. Hope is not passive; it is lived and shared 
through daily decisions, community life, prayer and concrete acts of care. We are reminded that 
ecological conversion grows step by step, through restored relationships, protected creation, and 
strengthened communities. The next chapter of Laudato Si' begins with us, wherever we are. 
 

Pentecost Sunday 
There is no bad time to call on the help of the Holy Spirit. Every day, we should fall back on the ancient 
yet familiar prayer which begins ‘Come Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful.’ The prayer ends with 
the hope: ‘you will renew the face of the earth’. We say those very words in today’s Psalm: ‘Lord, send 
out your spirit and renew the face of the earth’. How can we turn that hope into action? One way is to 
remember today’s Gospel, which reminds us that the Holy Spirit brings peace, not conflict. As St Paul 
says, there is only one body to which we all belong. Pope Leo XIV has been an outspoken advocate for 
peace. He knows the damage that war does to the whole of Creation. God’s family has only one place 
to live, Earth. We need to look after the whole of it, rather than fighting over parts of it. 
 
Prayer for Laudato Si’ Week 2026 
All powerful God, you are present in the universe and in the smallest of your creatures. You embrace 
with your tenderness all that exists. Pour out upon us the power of your love, that we may protect life 
and beauty. Fill us with your peace, that we may live as brothers and sisters, harming no one. O God of 
the poor, help us to rescue the abandoned and forgotten of this earth, so precious in your eyes. Bring 
healing to our lives, that we may protect the world and not prey on it, that we may sow beauty, not 
pollution and destruction. Touch the hearts of those who look only for gain at the expense of the poor 
and the earth. Teach us to discover the worth of each thing, to be filled with awe and contemplation, to 
recognise that we are profoundly united with every creature as we journey towards your infinite light. We 
thank you for being with us each day. Encourage us, we pray, in our struggle for justice, love and peace.
